The FOOTPRINT partners envisage the creation of a FOOTPRINT company to support the further development and use of the FOOT tools beyond the EU funding.  The mission of the new FOOTPRINT structure will be to facilitate the wide deployment in the EU of risk assessment and management tools to reduce the risk of pesticides being transferred to water resources.

The two operational goals of the company will be: i) to disseminate the FOOT tools and provide a helpdesk to facilitate their use; ii) to undertake or commission innovative research and integrate the results in the FOOT tools to ensure that they remain state of the art and most useful to their users.  These activities will be partly supported by applying for research funding (in response to specific calls and research programmes) and by commercial activities (such as application of the FOOT tools, development of bespoke versions, integration of the FOOTPRINT technology in other software systems).
Operating as a not-for-profit organisation in spirit, the tools developed as part of the EU project will be distributed for free while the development of additional versions will be subject to funding by interested parties.
